Sorry for late reply. I have been on the road travelling and just got back to Manila. It 
was nice talking to you and Robert last Friday. I apologize for the technical difficulties in 
having the conference call. I’m glad to hear that MARD has given consent on developing 
this project as a CDM project. I am also happy that the project would be happy to go 
forward with ADB on developing this as a CDM project.
As promised, here is a summary of what ADB would offer the project, the support we 
would provide and the procedures the Fund typically apply when going forward.

1.        Asia Pacific Carbon Fund (APCF) provides up-front payment to project developers 
up to 50% of the value of the CER Purchase Agreement. The remaining amount will be 
paid on a payment-on delivery basis (the payment is made when the CERs are 
delivered). The up-front payment is provided without any requirement of Letter of 
Guarantee or Letter of Credit. Disbursement can happen as early as at the receipt of a 
validation report. 

2.        If a project decides to go forward with the Asia Pacific Carbon Fund, the project 
will also receive technical assistance for the CDM development. ADB’s Technical Support 
Facility will provide technical assistance to the project such as guidance on which CDM 
methodology to use, support for the PDD development in terms of input and review, and 
support and guidance through the CDM process from PDD development, validation, 
registration to first verification of the project. 

3.        If a project would be interested to work with ADB’s APCF, we would typically sign 
a Head of Agreement (HoA). A HoA is basically a memorandum of understanding where 
the two parties agree to work together in order to sign a CER Purchase Agreement. It is 
not legally binding, but we will ask the Project Entity for exclusivity of time where the 
Project Entity should not speak with other potential buyers of the CERs within the 
exclusivity period. Please find attached below a draft HoA for you consideration.

4.        When the HoA is signed, then we will start on our project due diligence where we 
will conduct a financial assessment as well as the technical and safeguard assessment. 
At the same time, we will start discussing the technical CDM aspects in order to start 
preparing a PDD such as (i) which methodology to use, (ii), baseline, (iii) should the 
project be developed as a Program of Activities.

5.        While the project due diligence is ongoing, we can start discussing the terms and 
condition of the potential CER Purchase Agreement. With regards to the price, we will 
ask three independent companies/organization for price quotation, in order to give you 
assurance that we are offering you a market price for the CERs. The price quotation is 
then the basis for the negotiation of the unit price of the CERs.

6.        It usually takes around 6 months before the CER Purchase Agreement is signed 
depending on the complexity of the project. 

Having said all this, I would like to emphasize that we are interested and excited to work 
on this project. I understand from our conference call last Friday that the Biogas Project 
Division would contact MARD and further discuss this issue based on this email. I will 
send you a draft Heads of Agreement as soon as possible. We are just finalizing the 
language in the agreement in order to accommodate some details on the project. Jiwan 
Acharya (CDM Expert), Josh Carmody (Fund Manager of APCF)  and myself are planning 
to go to Hanoi in the week of March 17 (March 17-19).
