Dear Mr. Neuman: 

 
1.    Chile is a Party to the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change and has 

ratified and is a Party to the Kyoto Protocol. 
 
2.    Article 12 of said Protocol defines the Clean Development Mechanism (CDM). 
 
3.  The provisions noted in the National Environmental Commission Agreement N° 216/2003, 

establishing the Designated National Authority for CDM and the Executive Director of the 
National Environmental Commission to issue and sign the document required by CDM. 

 
4.  By the virtue of the background information for the “Cabo Negro Wind Farm Project, Phase 1” 

project provided by you including the Project Design Document (PDD), the Resolution of 
Environmental Qualifications Nº259 on November 3rd 2009 from the Regional Environmental 
Commission of the Chilean Antartica and Magallanes Region.  

 
5.  Considering what was agreed for the Executive Committee that represents the Designated   

National Authority in the session of July 15th 2010. 
 

6.   According with the powers granted by the Chilean legislation, I declare that: 
 

a.    It is authorized the voluntary participation of the company Methanex Chile S.A. and  
its  project  “Cabo Negro Wind Farm Project, Phase 1”,  in  the Clean  Development  
Mechanism  that  is referred in the Article 12 of the  Kyoto Protocol. 

 
b.    The  cited  project  contributes  to  the  sustainable  development  of  Chile  and  it  has 
been presented voluntary to the Designated National Authority.
