The Swiss Designated National Authority under article 12 of the Kyata Protocol recalls that the
applicability of certain Swiss legal provisions extends to actions by COM project participants in foreign
Countries.

In particular, participants are remindad of;

(i} article 322septies of the Swiss Criminal Code which prohibits bribary of foreign public officials,

(i} aricle 4a of the Swiss Unfair Competition Act which prohibits bribary of private parsons in
Switzerland and in foreign countries;

(iii) article 102 of the Swiss Criminal Code which extends liability for the two afore-mentfioned offences
