Credentials of States Parties to the Convention 
 
 In accordance with rule 19 of the draft rules of procedure being applied (FCCC/CP/1996/2), the 
credentials of representatives of Parties, as well as the names of alternate representatives and advisers, 
shall be submitted to the secretariat not later than 24 hours after the opening of the session.  Any later 
change in the composition of the delegation shall also be communicated to the secretariat. 
 
 The credentials must be issued by the head of State or Government or by the Minister of Foreign 
Affairs or, in the case of a regional economic integration organization, by a competent authority of that 
organization. 
 
 The secretariat wishes to remind Parties that, in accordance with decisions 17/CP.9 and 
36/CMP.1, only one set of credentials is necessary to cover the participation of Parties to the Convention 
and Parties to the Kyoto Protocol in the COP at its thirteenth session and the CMP at its third session. 
 
 Parties are requested to provide their representatives with full powers to participate in the 
sessions, including the authority to adopt decisions, to vote and to serve as officers of the COP, the CMP 
and their subsidiary bodies, and as officers of any sessional bodies, where applicable.1
