Positive effects: mitigation reduces climate-related impacts

o Outward-focused (trade-related) climate policies that
directly penalize GHG-intensive imports.
e.g., border carbon adjustment; aviation and shipping levies;

broduct carbon footprint labelling.

o WTO TBT Committee: Committee in
which members notify measures, others
request consultations; highly effective

o IPCC special reports: in-depth analysis on
specific issues (e.g., specific types of measures)
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O Reporting is the basic foundation of the
Forum’s discussion:

o Describes the impacts of response measures as
felt in practice

o Describes the needs of those experiencing those
iImpacts

o Describes the measures being implemented to
reduce those impacts

o Feeds directly into the work programme
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O The status quo is problematic

O Without detailed guidance, Parties are left to
interpret the obligations as they see appropriate.

O Clear need for agreement on reporting structure

O Good reporting feeds into the work programme.
