» Submissions should also aim to respond to the guiding questions by the
Subsidiary Body Chairs, which can be found here:
« Guiding questions for the information collection and preparation
component
« Guiding questions for the technical assessment component

» As a suggested outline, submissions could include an executive summary
and key messages, in order to facilitate their consideration in the technical
assessment component.

» Non-party stakeholders, including observer organizations, are encouraged
to make collective submissions when possible, so that they can serve as
effective conversation vehicles for the dialogues.
